
Draw lines on wood as shaping

guides.  Sand down until the block

touches the wire and the line is gone.

1/32 music wire guide used for leading

and trailing edges.

Then round over the transitions to make

the airfoil more smooth and lightly round

the leading edge.

Shaping lines

Shaping lines
Stabilizer is shaped the same way as

the wing.  But to produce some "up" trim

the stabilizer is flipped over to make

the trailing edge taper.

Do all the wing and stabilizer shaping

with sharp corners and then round

the tips as shown and blend the

leading edge shaping into the tips

as the last step as shown by these

tip lines.

1/32 music wire sanding guides

8.0 in 4.5 in

2 inch dihedral under

each wing tip

Top of fuselage is a straightline from this point back.
